Listed
on the National Register of Historic Places for its many architecturally significant

buildings, this square is also home to countless restaurants offering cuisine of unparalleled
excellence and diversity.

Kendall Square:

Kendall Square is home to MIT and the heart of Massachusetts' booming high tech and
biotechnology industries. Shop at the nearby CambridgeSide Galleria with over 100
nationally-recognized stores, an international food court, and several fine restaurants.
Then, step onto a riverboat for a relaxing tour of Cambridge and Boston along the scenic
Charles River. Don't forget to allow time to visit the nearby Museum of Science which
offers interactive exhibits, a planetarium, and a state-of-the-art IMAX Theatre.

Porter Square:

Offering a multitude of one-of-a-kind antique shops, boutiques, and sidewalk cafes,
Porter Square also boasts the region's largest concentration of Japanese eateries and shops
including a popular bookstore.
